County. Even so, its future is somewhat in doubt unless contributions reach the goal set. Hugh McMillan's story (below)

Will there be a fireworks' show in 19892

Since 1982, when the Key Peninsula
Firefighters’ Association staged their
first annual 4th of July fireworks’ show,
the citizens of Key Peninsula have gener-
ously coniributed whatever they could to
make this show an annual event. The
1988 show was gur seventh,

This is the first year the program has

had serious financial trouble; contribu-
tions were very slow in arriving and [ew
in number. for much of the fund drive
period.

As in the previous two years, the KP
Firefighters' Association loaned the com-
munity $2,000 in order (0 make the June
15 deadliue, the date our community had
tomaicha $2,500 gift from an anonymous
couple. (This year’s gift, in fact, was
almost $3,000.) Meeting the deadline
cnabled us to stage the show,

A decision must be made.

We are faced with a crucial decision:
Do we want 1o have a fireworks show in

1989, Washington State’s Centennial
Anniversary? If we do, we must repay
our loan to the KP Firefighters® Associa-
tion. If we fail to meet that commitment,
there will be no 1989 fireworks show!
Worse than that, we will have failed to
provide funds which in the past have
made possible the procurement of such
special emergency equipment as:

a. The compressor with which we fill
our vital self-contained breathing appara-
tus which has helped to make our fire-
fighting capability best in the state.

b. A defibrillator/heart monitor which
enables our Emergency Medical Techni-
cians to continuc to improve on the finest
basic life support found anywhere.

c. “Dry hydrants” throughout the Pen-
insula which enable our firefighters to
maintain water flow for fire fighting and
which, wheu iested by the appropriate
state-level agency, resulted in KPFD

winning a 6 rating. The rating will mean

insurance savings for many citizens.

How much are we short?

On July 13 we had a total of $1,700.16
in contributions in the bank. We still lack
$294.84 in community contributions to
make good on our loan. There are some
12,000 residents of Key Peninsula - if
each of us contributed three cents, we
would more than meet our obligation. Or
if each of our 4,700 households contrib-
uted six cents, we would more than reach
our goal! Let’s say that 75 percent of our
people fail to contribute. If only 25 per-
cent of us contribute with one thin dime,
we will exceed our needs.

Is the show pood for KP?

Some of us might not be interested in
a fireworks’ show, might not bother to
attend. Why should these people care or
contribute?

As everyone knows, the 4th of July
period is a time of excessively high acci-
dent rates on our highways throughout the
country. A lot of people die, a lot arc

Inamore serious vein, I would like to
follow up on the situation regarding
emergency ambulance care in Pierce
County. As you know, the Tacoma-
Pierce County Health Department,
through its board, has issued a set of
temporary emergency rules for advanced
life-support care. The Board of Health is
independent of the Pierce County Council
and the City of Tacoma Council. Itis a
combined function of Tacoma and Pierce
County governments o provide public
health and emergency services for the
entire area. The temporary measures es-
tablished last month came as a surprise to
mysell and, it is my understanding, to fire
personnel as well. [ have asked Dr. Allen,

Director of the Department of Health, to
review the regulations put in force re-
cently and to hold an open board meeting
to discuss these issues more fully. I have
been told that such a meeting will be
forthcoming in August [ encourage you
to contact the Health Department and find
out more details regarding this upcoming
meeling. They can be reached at 591-
5747. It seems to me and to other mem-
bers of the community, especially the
dedicated personnel involved in emer-
gency care on a daily basis, that emer-
gency - particularly in rural Pierce County
- is a far different process than that which
occurs on urban streets. 'We have limited
personnel and vehicles. These factors
need to be re-addressed, not only in the
temporary measures established, but in
any long-term solutions and regulations
that will be forthcoming. I pledge that I
will continue o request the governing
board of the Tacoma-Pierce County
Health Department to re-examine this
important issue.

The United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) sets drinking water stan-
dards and has determined that lead is a health concern at certain levels of exposure. There
is currently a standard of 0.050 parts per million (ppm). Based on new health information,
EPA is likely to lower this standard significantly.

Part of the purpose of this notice is to inform you of the potential adverse health effects
of lead. This is being done even though your water may not be in viclation of the current

standard.

EPA and others are concemed about lead in drinking water, Too much lead in the human
body can cause serious damage to the brain, kidneys, nervous system and red bloed cells. The
greatest risk, even with short-term exposure, is to young children and pregnant women.

Lead levels in your home drinking water are likely to be highest:
* [f your home or water system has lead pipes, or
* If your home has copper pipes with lead solder and

--if the home is less than 5 years old or

--1f you have soft or acidic water or

--if water sils in the pipes for several hours,

If your drinking water is tesicd and found to contain high levels of lead or if it is suspected
that phunbing conlains lead, some simple actions can reduce the lead content: Use cold tap
water for drinking, cooking elc. - hot tap waler may contain higher levels of lead. If building
orremodeling, use plaslic pipes or copper pipes joined with lead-free solder, Lead-freesolder
is now required by law. If waler has not been used for over 6 hours, flush the pipes for about
2 minutes,

Note: Lake of the Woods Assn. does NOT use lead solder m its well installations and the
water is sampled and tested once a month.

Pierce Cmmt'
calls for EM

by Hugh McMillan

At its July meeting the Pierce County
Association of Fire Chiefs (PCAFC)

voted to request that the Pierce County |

Health Board suspend, until November 2,
the edicts of its “Temporary Rules and
Regulations™ governing Emergency
Medical Services (EMS). These rules had
been declared binding as of June 1, 1988.

In a letter to Pierce County Health
Board members, the EMS Council, fire
chiefs and fire commissioners, the chief
requested that sufficient time be given
EMS providers to work out a set of stan-
dards acceptable to all involved.

A major contention between EMS
providers and the Health Board/EMS
Council is the peremptory manner in
which the rules were handed down. There
was no input by EMS providers in the
decision-making process and some con-
sider the rules to be unrealistic. Most
notable among these is the provision that
Advanced Life Support (ALS) patients be
treated only in ALS-equipped ambu-
lances. This provision means that ALS
patients must be transferred from Basic
Life Support (BLS)-equipped ambu-
lances to ALS-equipped ones should
transport to a medical facility be required.

- Prior to the new rules KPFD re-
sponded to ail emergency medical situ-
ations with its BLS-equipped ambulances
staffed by Emergency Medical Techni-
cians (EMTs). If the call were ALS in
nature, Peninsula Ambulance, a private
EMS provider in Gig Harbor, would auto-

The KPFD ambulance, with the
Peninsula Ambulance paramedics on
board, would then proceed to the hospital.

Under the new rules it is necessary to
transfer the ALS patient to the ALS
Because Peninsula

stretchers with wheels) and locking de-
vices are not compatible with those used
by KPFD, the patient must also be trans-
ferred from one gumey to another.

It is the contention of most EMS pro-
viders, KPFD’s among them, that these
new rules will not, as intended by the
County Health Department, serve the best
interests of the patient.

Similar problems exist in other fire

* districts. o

For these reasons the PCAFC has
proposed that a moratorium be declared
on the new rules, granting sufficient time
for EMS providers to fonnulate standards
acceplable to all concerned. It was pro-
posed that the suspension remain in effect
nntil the scheduled Health Board meeting
on November 2 and that this moratorium
be putineffect prior to the August3 Board
of Health meeting. 4
